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APES review plan
You will receive a grade for your AP exam preparation.

· Start with the list of major topics. This is what the test-makers say will be on the exam. Decide how best to summarize and learn/remember each topic. Highlight and focus on the topics that you feel need the most work.
· Form a study group and arrange convenient meeting times. You should not try to do this all on your own. It is too much work and a lot less fun.

· Make a diagram or one page summary for each main topic based on all materials available to you such as: your notes, your study questions from each chapter, your labs and activities, our book, all of the other AP books, the internet, Dr. Griffith and your study group. Some of these are already done for you in Dr. Griffith’s in box on the network.

· Connect and recognize similarities and differences between the topics. Have intelligent conversations with your study group and push each other to make connections.

· Make the second semester flash cards
· Study the first and second semester flash cards

· Play the “6 degrees of separation” game with your flash cards.

· Go over your test corrections, quizzes, and FRQs. Critically evaluate how to improve for the AP exam. Actually write down what you will do to improve and do it!
· Take and analyze your performance on the 2003 released exam

· Take and analyze the previous FRQs.

· Make a list of the labs and activities that we have done and explain the main point of each.

· Make up your own examples quiz with rubric and test your study group.
· Make and stick to a schedule. You may use the one Dr. Griffith provides or make your own
