2. Put the bindle into a plastic or paper evidence bag affixing a seal over the opening

Chain of Custody

·  Maintaining a chain of custody log is essential to present credible evidence in court 

1. Bag the evidence

2. Seal it

3. Sign over to a lab technician 

4. Open bag on non-sealed edge

5. Seal evidence bag in another bag

Crime-Scene Search Patterns
Analyze the Evidence
Lab results can: 

· Show reliability of witness accounts

· Show suspects to be innocent or link them with a scene or victim

Crime Scene Reconstruction
Crime scene reconstruction involves: 

· From before the crime was committed through its commission

Staged Crime Scenes
When lab results don’t match up with the testimony of witnesses
